Please refer to the Guidelines for Reporting Entities (Real Estate Agents)
under the Prevention of Money Laundering Act, 2002 dated 04.05.2023 (The
Guidelines), issued by DG Audit (The Regulator under PMLA).

2. In view of Para 12 of the Guidelines, please find enclosed herewith Gazette
Notification No.5258 dated 29.12.2023 and 02 dated 01.01.2024 (copies
enclosed) in respect of the two individual which have been declared as “Individual
Terrorists” and have been listed in the Fourth Schedule of the UA(P) Act’1967.

3. It is requested to forward these details to the Real Estate Agents who are
the reporting entities under the PMLA. The reporting entities may be advised to
refrain from entering into any transaction with the persons whose identity
matches with the persons detailed in the aforesaid lists/ Notifications and to
immediately report to the Regulator and the Director, FIU-IND, in case they come
across any such person. They may also be advised to perform enhanced due

diligence in respect of a client whose name matches with any of the persons so
listed.

5491(E).—Whereas, the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 (37 of 1967) (hereinafter referred
to as the said Act) has been enacted to provide for more effective prevention of certain unlawful activities of
individuals and associations and for dealing with terrorist activities and for matters connected therewith;
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And whereas, clause (a) of sub-section (1) and sub-section (2) of section 35 of the said Act empowers the
Central Government to add the name of an individual in the Fourth Schedule to the said Act, if it believes that he is
involved in terrorism;

And whereas, Lakhbir Singh @ Landa son of Niranjan Singh and Parminder Kaur, born on 24.08.1989,
having permanent residence at VPO Harike, District Tarn Taran, Punjab and presently residing in Edmonton, Alberta,
Canada belongs to Babbar Khalsa International;

And whereas, Babbar Khalsa International is listed as a terrorist organisation at serial number 1 of the First
Schedule to the said Act;

And whereas, the said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa backed by cross border agency was involved in the terror
attack through shoulder mounted Rocket Propelled Grenade on the building of Punjab State Intelligence Headquarter
at Mohali;

And whereas, the said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa has been involed in supply of Improvised Explosive Devices
(IEDs), arms, sophisticated weapons, explosives from across the border to various modules for carrying out terrorist
activities in the State of Punjab, India;

And whereas, the said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa has also been involved in various criminal cases related to
raising of terror modules, extortion, Kkillings, planting IEDs, smuggling of weapons and narcotics and using funds or
proceeds thereof for terrorist acts in the State of Punjab and other parts of the Country;

And whereas, the said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa and his associates have been conspiring to disrupt the peace,
law and order in the State of Punjab by carrying out targeted killings, extortions and other anti-national activities in
different parts of India;

And whereas, an open ended warrant has been issued against the said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa and the said
Lakhbir Singh @ Landa is a subject of Look Out Circular No. 2144306 dated 09.06.2021;

And whereas, the Central Government believes that Lakhbir Singh @ Landa is involved in terrorism and the
said Lakhbir Singh @ Landa is to be added as a terrorist in the Fourth Schedule to the said Act;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of sub-section (1) of section 35 of the
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967, the Central Government hereby makes the following amendment in the
Fourth Schedule to the said Act, namely:-

In the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967, in the Fourth Schedule, after serial number 54 and entries
relating thereto, the following serial number and entries shall be inserted, namely:-

And whereas, the said Satwinder Singh @ Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar backed by cross border agency
was involved in multiple killing and professes radical ideology, figured in making threatening calls to pro-nationalist
leaders, demanding ransom and posting the claims of killings on different social media platforms;

And whereas, the said Satwinder Singh @ Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar has been involved in smuggling of
high-grade arms, ammunitions and explosive materials through drones from across the border and supplying thereon
for carrying out killings and also providing sharp shooters;

And whereas, the said Satwinder Singh @ Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar and his associates have been
conspiring to disrupt the peace, communal harmony and law and order in the State of Punjab through nefarious
designs including sabotage, raising of terror modules, carrying out targeted killings, and other anti-national activities;

And whereas, Red Corner Notice No. A-4588/6-2022 has been issued against the said Satwinder Singh @
Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar by INTERPOL Secretariat General (IPSG), Lyon, France

And whereas, a non-bailable warrant dated 12.12.2022 has been issued against the said Satwinder Singh @
Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar and the said Satwinder Singh @ Satinderjit Singh @ Goldy Brar is a subject of Look
